He will begin advising after spring break; however, you must 
schedule your advisement appointment now.  

Sign up for an appointment in Student Services, 
Coliseum Room 4001. Remember to bring identification.  
* Be sure to check VIP for your assigned time to register. Remember, you must be advised before you can 
register.

SCCP Student Advisement System 

• Each professional class on both campuses will be assigned a faculty class advisor. This class advisor 
will be actively involved in orientation and should actively promote professionalism within the 
class; the class advisor should also serve as a problem solver for the class. The advisor may meet 
with class officers to plan class events such as community outreach. The faculty advisor follows the 
class throughout their academic career in SCCP. Faculty members may serve a four-year term as 
class advisor. The class advisors are appointed by the Assistant Dean for student affairs and 
approved by the chair of the department of the faculty member.  

• SCCP faculty members will be encouraged to serve as academic advisors. A faculty advisor should 
serve as a contact person, problem solver, and mentor for each student assigned to them. The 
Assistant Dean for student services will meet at least once yearly with the academic advisors to 
update them on student policies and student support services.  

• An advisement period of two weeks will be scheduled during each fall and spring semester and will 
be published in the SCCP master schedule. During this advisement period, students are encouraged 
to seek counsel from their faculty advisors.  

• Each campus will assign a professor of record, who will enter grades into the campus records system 
for each specific course. After each major examination, this faculty member is expected to contact 
the individual students with grades of D+, D, or F on the exam and offer an opportunity to meet with 
them regarding their performance on the exam, as well as offer mechanisms for improvement. The 
professor of record is also expected to provide the campus dean’s office with a list of students 
receiving grades of D+, D, or F on the exam; this will allow the dean’s office to identify students 
with academic problems in multiple courses. The dean’s office will schedule academic progress 
conferences with students who have deficiencies in multiple courses. The dean’s office will also 
notify the academic advisors of students who have deficiencies across courses.

Advisement takes place twice a year and students are not allowed to register without going through 
advisement.  Students need to make advisement appointments with both your Honors College advisor and 
your major advisor. If you fail to meet with your Honors College advisor and or your major advisor you will 
not be registered for honor courses or for any courses through VIP on your registration appointment day/time. 
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Interested in changing your major? 
 
 

Many students explore different majors during their college careers. Here are a few tips to assist you in learning about potential 
majors and changing your major. Keep in mind that application deadlines, course and GPA requirements vary from college to 

college. 
 
 

• Explore Career Center resources. The Career Center can discuss possible majors with you 
and careers that relate to those majors. They offer online resources and consultations with career 
counselors.  http://www.sc.edu/career/exploremajors.html 

 
• Research the undergraduate degrees offered at USC.  This site provides a menu of all the 

degrees offered at USC.  www.sc.edu/bulletin/ugrad/acadprg2.html 
 

• Learn about degree requirements through the Majors and Minors handbooks.

• Call or visit the department that you are hoping to enter.  

Some questions to ask:  
o When are the deadlines for applying to this college/major?  
o Is there a waiting list to enter this college/major?  
o When is the earliest possible date that you can meet with an advisor to discuss courses needed 

and other admission requirements? 
o What are the admission requirements (courses needed, minimum GPA)?  
 

• If the college/major you are hoping to enter does not have advising appointments 
available until the advisement period ends, talk to your current advisor about courses for the 
upcoming semester. Be aware that registration for some courses is restricted to students currently in 
the college/major. Some questions to ask:  

o What are your suggestions for courses I should take that would count toward the college/major 
I am hoping to enter?  

• If you are changing to a major in a different college, complete the Change of College form.
